What do | need to hold if operating Rail Bound Plant or Road Rail Plant?

You must hold either of the following roles on your RIW Card if operating Rail Bound
or Road Rail Plant:

Road Rail Plant:

Road Rail Plant Operator — National

MTM — Track Vehicle Operator 1

Civil Plant role (if applicable, i.e. Backhoe — National)
MTM — Operator

Rail Bound Plant:

¢ Rail Bound Plant Operator — National
e MTM — Track Vehicle Operator 1
e MTM — Operator

Note: If either plant type is travelling with an On Track Maintenance Machine
Competent Person (the old Level 5) then the operator only requires TVO 1 because
the TVO 2 component is being managed by the Level 5.
